Membership Requirment Policy
Section 1. Purpose
A. To establish a standard policy for all members of of the requirements and responsibilities of active membership
B. The Membership Requirement Policy  shall serve as a supplement, and shall not  replace any and all  By-laws or extension documents.

Section 2. Requirements for Active Membership
A. The Service requirements shall be: 

1. Completion of thirty(30) hours of recognized service hours, or 50% of all recognized service projects.

2. Chair or Co-Chair at least one service event each semester.

3. The Vice President of Service has discretion to accept service hours outside those recognized by 
4. The Vice President of Service is responsible for verifying completion of these requirements.

5. If active brother is signed up for a project and is unable to attend, the brother must provide notice to the Vice President of Service and Chair of project at least 24 hours before the scheduled event or are unable to provide notice because of extenuating circumstances.

B. The Fellowship requirements shall be: 

1. Attendance at a minimum of 25% of the total recognized Fellowship events.
2. All active brothers are expected to participate in “Date a Brother” on a weekly basis.  Double dating is encouraged. 

3. All active brothers are expected to chair or co-chair at least one unique fellowship opportunity to the fellowship board each semester to encourage brothers to bond over common interests throughout the semester.

4. Any active brother having difficulty meeting these requirements must meet with the Vice president of Fellowship and Vice President of Membership to discuss individual conflicts.

5. If active brother is signed up for a project and is unable to attend, the brother must provide notice to the Vice President of fellowship and Chair of project at least 24 hours before the scheduled event or are unable to provide notice because of extenuating circumstances.

C. Attendance at General Business Meetings
1. All Active Brothers are expected to attend all General Business Meetings

2. Exceptions will be made for those who provide notice to the Vice President of Membership at least 24 hours before the scheduled meeting time or are unable to provide notice because of extenuating circumstances
D. Violations of this policy will result in disciplinary action as outlined in the bylaws, Article IV, Section 1.
